The goal is to donate an item for the auction that will be something that everyone
would want to bid on, getting as much value out of the item as possible.

Gift baskets make great gifts for others - so what do you purchase gifts for - baby
showers, weddings, your girlfriend, birthdays, Father’s or Mother’s Day, a sports
fanatic, graduation, children, etc. These create ideas for baskets.

. Bigger baskets don’t necessarily mean better. Think about multiple baskets geared

for a specific gender or age group.

. Try to keep the value below $100, so bidding starts under $50 and will cap at $150.

We want to encourage bidding. You may increase up to no more than $200 if the
items are definitely specialty (can’t just go the local store and purchase) or together
the items make a very unique, highly marketable, collaboration.

. Ensure that items belong together and make a good collection (i.e. scrapbook baskets

need to have all items necessary to make a specific project). Would you buy it and
then use everything in it, would your sister, husband, Mom or Dad?

. It doesn’t need to be in a basket. “Day at the Beach” could be in a beach tote.
